     President Ray Barnes called the meeting to order.  
He welcomed two new voters to the meeting.  Pastor 
Miller opened with devotions; the Parish Report for 
April was approved.  The minutes for the April 13, 
2009 meeting were approved as published. 
 

Treasurer’s Report -  Nancy Drockelman presented 
the Treasurer’s Report for April and the April report 
was approved. 
 

Board of Trustees – Jeff Theleritis reported that 
Downers currently owes $1330; May 15 will owe an-
other $1375; and stated that it is all to be paid on Fri-
day.  In the new lease for Downers there will be the 
addition of attorney fees, etc., late fees of 5%, and a 
deposit will be required.  They are currently painting 
the outside of the building.  The Trustees are looking 
into the leaks in the elevator closet.  They are also 
waiting to see what the city is going to do with regard 
to the tree out front that was hit. 
 

Board of Finance – Dean Cooper stated that the re-
pairs for the Downers Roof would be $5800.00 and 
the bell tower roof $15,000.00 (not to exceed  
 

  

$20,000).  To enable action at this meeting on the loan ex-
tension and approval for the two repair projects, a motion 
was made and passed to temporarily suspend the bylaw re-
quiring any expenditure over $1,000 to be laid over for 30 
days.  We currently have a loan of $106,000 with a pay-
ment of $1654.00 payable in 6 years at a rate of 3.75% col-
lateralized and tied to the CD rate.  This current loan would 
be refinanced with the Herget Bank to $125,000 with the 
payment nearly remaining the same for a period of 8 years.   
 

John Fuelberth brought up the fact that our monthly balance 
sheets are confusing in the way things are being reported 
and they should be rectified.  Pastor Miller stated that the 
use of assets to zero it out are being held collaterally and 
are not liquid.  The finance committee will take it back to 
their meeting, discuss the possibility of any options, and 
bring back to the Voters. 
 

Board of Elders – The 7th grade exam was held last Friday. 
 

Board of Christian Education – Rod Bollinger stated that 
Vacation Bible School will be held June 15-19 and they still 
need a 5-6 grade teacher and support staff.  Athletics: the 
softball season is underway; currently they are undefeated.  
Good Shepherd:  presenting the motion tonight for the 
Building Fund.  Currently they have a full staff and are an-
ticipating all coming back next year.  He explained the defi-
cit of the GSLS on the monthly balance sheet.  The Sunday 
School teachers have requested locks on all the doors of the 
downstairs classrooms.  Their next meeting will be August 
24. 
 

Board of Evangelism – Ron Reising stated they had a dis-
cussion re: calling on delinquent members.  Plans are being 
made for a new directory in the fall. 
 

Unfinished Business – Dave Kesselmayer made a motion to 
do seal coat repairs to the Downers roof at a cost of 
$5700.00.  Motion approved. 
 

Gary Pool stated there are two options to do the bell tower: 
1.  Carpentry work, build a frame, prep for the steel and 
reroofing the bell tower with a metal flashing.  2.  Tear off 
old and replace roof which would alter the appearance of 
the top of the bell tower.  He stated that the bids from Kreil-
ing Roofing and Peoria Roofing Company were both over 
$30,000.  Gary Pool made a motion to repair the roof on the 
bell tower not to exceed $20,000; seconded by Brian Wil-
liamson.  Motion approved.  Gary Pool will be the contrac-
tor.  Gary requested input from all members of the congre-
gation re: the two options.  The solution will be chosen at 
the June voters’ meeting.   
 

Rod Bollinger gave an update and power point presentation 
on the Good Shepherd Lutheran School.  The Leath build-

upon the approval by all three TLSA member congrega-
tions.  The other two churches will be voting this week.  
May 28 the meeting with CID will be held for loan ap-
proval with the closing by June 15.   
 

The following motion was on the floor:  “Be it resolved to 
authorize Tazewell Lutheran School Association to pur-
chase the Leath building & property ($1.25M) and adja-
cent Steak & Shake property ($650K) and transform 
($2.1M) the building and properties into the new home for 
Good Shepherd Lutheran School.  The $4M loan to fi-
nance the above will be obtained from the Central Illinois 
District Lutheran Church Extension Fund and serviced 
through capital campaign pledges and funds collected 
through the building fund as well as funds to be donated in 
the future (i.e. GSLS auction, bequests, etc).  This resolu-
tion will become effective upon approval of the three full 
member churches of the TLSA.”    Motion approved. 
 

New Business – Jeff Theleritis stated he received a letter 
regarding the future plans for the VFW road, plats, etc.  
The letter was given to Ross Gould who will follow 
through with this information. 
 

The meeting was adjourned and closed with the Lord’s 
Prayer.
