HOLY COMMUNION

TO OUR GUESTS AND MEMBERS: We receive the Lord's Supper, believing
the Word of Jesus, that He gives into our mouths His true body and blood,
miraculously united to the bread and wine, to eat and to drink for the forgiveness
of sins, and to strengthen our union with Him and with one another. Our Lord
invites to His table those who trust His Word, repent of all sin, and set aside any
refusal to forgive and love one another, even as He forgives and loves us.

God's Word teaches us that those who eat and drink our Lord's body and
blood in an unworthy manner do so to their great harm, and that this Holy
Communion is a confession of the faith that is confessed in this church.
Therefore any who are not yet instructed, who are in doubt, or are members of a
congregation not in the fellowship of the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod, and
yet desire to commune, are asked to kindly speak with the pastor ahead of time.

Old Testament Reading Exodus 24:8-18

8And Moses took the blood and threw it on the people and said, “Behold the
blood of the covenant that the LORD has made with you in accordance with all
these words.”

°Then Moses and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel
went up, '%and they saw the God of Israel. There was under his feet as it were a
pavement of sapphire stone, like the very heaven for clearness. !'And he did not
lay his hand on the chief men of the people of Israel; they beheld God, and ate
and drank.

12The LORD said to Moses, “Come up to me on the mountain and wait there,
that I may give you the tablets of stone, with the law and the commandment,
which I have written for their instruction.” '*So Moses rose with his assistant
Joshua, and Moses went up into the mountain of God. '*And he said to the
elders, “Wait here for us until we return to you. And behold, Aaron and Hur are
with you. Whoever has a dispute, let him go to them.”

5Then Moses went up on the mountain, and the cloud covered the mountain.
16The glory of the LORD dwelt on Mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six days.
And on the seventh day he called to Moses out of the midst of the cloud. '"Now
the appearance of the glory of the LORD was like a devouring fire on the top of
the mountain in the sight of the people of Israel. ®Moses entered the cloud and
went up on the mountain. And Moses was on the mountain forty days and forty
nights.

If you wish, I will make
three tents here, one for you and one for Moses and one for Elijah.” SHe was still
speaking when, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them, and a voice from the
cloud said, “This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased; listen to
him.” When the disciples heard this, they fell on their faces and were terrified.
"But Jesus came and touched them, saying, “Rise, and have no fear.” $And when
they lifted up their eyes, they saw no one but Jesus only.

?And as they were coming down the mountain, Jesus commanded them, “Tell
no one the vision, until the Son of Man is raised from the dead.”
