What is The Second Article?

And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by
the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate,
was crucified, died and was buried. He descended into hell. The third
day He rose again from the dead. He ascended into heaven and sits at
the right hand of God, the Father Almighty, From thence He will come
to judge the living and the dead.

What does this mean? 1 believe that Jesus Christ, true God, begotten of
the Father from eternity, and also true man, born of the Virgin Mary, is
my Lord,

who has redeemed me, a lost and condemned person, purchased and
won me from all sins, from death, and from the power of the devil; not
with gold or silver, but with His holy, precious blood and with His
innocent suffering and death,

that I may be His own and live under Him in His kingdom and serve
Him in everlasting righteousness, innocence, and blessedness,

just as He is risen from the dead, lives and reigns to all eternity.

This is most certainly true.

This is a gracious thing, when, mindful of God, one endures sorrows
while suffering unjustly. 2°For what credit is it if, when you sin and are
beaten for it, you endure? But if when you do good and suffer for it you
endure, this is a gracious thing in the sight of God. ?!'For to this you have
been called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example, so
that you might follow in his steps. 2?He committed no sin, neither was deceit
found in his mouth. 2*When he was reviled, he did not revile in return; when
he suffered, he did not threaten, but continued entrusting himself to him who
judges justly. >*He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, that we
might die to sin and live to righteousness.

The Holy Gospel: John 10:1-10

[Jesus said:] “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who does not enter the
sheepfold by the door but climbs in by another way, that man is a thief and a
robber. 2But he who enters by the door is the shepherd of the sheep. 3To him
the gatekeeper opens. The sheep hear his voice, and he calls his own sheep
by name and leads them out. “When he has brought out all his own, he goes
before them, and the sheep follow him, for they know his voice. *A stranger
they will not follow, but they will flee from him, for they do not know the
voice of strangers.” °This figure of speech Jesus used with them, but they did
not understand what he was saying to them.

’So Jesus again said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, I am the door of
the sheep. 8All who came before me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep
did not listen to them. °I am the door. If anyone enters by me, he will be
saved and will go in and out and find pasture. 'The thief comes only to steal
and kill and destroy. I came that they may have life and have it abundantly.”
